
Pickleball Court Rules

To use the Challenge Court, teams of � players place their
paddles in the designated paddle saddle. 
There must be at least � challenge teams to sustain the
challenge court, otherwise, the court becomes part of the
other rotational courts �the same � challenge players cannot
hold the court for more than � games�. 
Winners of a challenge match remain on the court to play the
first challenge team. Winners can hold the court for a
maximum of � games in a row, then must vacate the court. �
new challenge teams then take the court. 
Challenge Court games are played to ��, win by �, but games
must end at �� points.

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Courts are on a First-Come, First-Served basis.
When unreserved courts are full and others are waiting to
play, courts cannot be used by the same � players for more
than � game. Games are played to ��, win by �, but games
must end at �� points.
Players waiting for an unreserved court should place paddles
in provided rack, in order of arrival.
When a game is finished, all � players will vacate the court.
When an unreserved court is vacated, �Next Up� should move
the paddle to the next position and take the court.
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
